Background - Title 11

Under Title Il, a public entity may not deny the benefits of its programs, services, and/or
activities to individuals with disabilities by maintaining inaccessible facilities, which house
these programs, services and activities. The District's programs, services, and activities,
when viewed in their entirety, must be made accessible to and usable by individuals with
disabilities, except where to do so would result in:

1. Afundamental alteration in the nature of the program
2. Undue financial and administrative burdens
3. Threaten or destroy the historic significance of a historic property.

Title Il requires a District to make its programs accessible in all cases, except where to do so
would result in a fundamental alteration in the nature of the program or in undue financial and
administrative burdens.

As a whole, the District’s processes and procedures provide meaningful access to individuals
with disabilities.

Why perform an assessment?

« Under Title Il the District is required
to have an up-to-date Americans
with Disabilities Act Transition Plan

* Prior plans existed and were dated
as late as 2016.

* These plans were not all-
encompassing and did not contain
projected dates for completion

Background - Additional Information

Compliance Date for New Applicable Standards
Construction or Alterations

Before September 15, 2010 1991 Standards or UFAS
On or after September 15, 1991 Standards, UFAS, or

2010, and before March 15, 2010 Standards
2012
On or after March 15, 2012 2010 Standards

» Buildings are not “grandfathered” in. This is a common misconception.
« All buildings are required to comply with ADA as well as applicable California Building
Code (CBC) at time of construction

To comply with the Title Il requirements for accessibility to District programs,
services and activities, this Transition Plan:

Evaluates existing policies, procedures and practices as they pertain to the
District’s programs, services and activities;

Provides findings and recommendations with regard to policies, procedures and
practices;

|dentifies physical obstacles in the public entity's facilities that limit the
accessibility of its programs or activities to individuals with disabilities;
Assesses the extent of architectural barriers to program accessibility in the
public rights-of-way and within the buildings, parks and other facilities operated
by the District

Describes in detail the methods that will be used to make the facilities
accessible;

Estimates costs for mitigation solutions;

Specifies the steps necessary to achieve compliance

Provides a schedule for barrier removal/mitigation;

Sets priorities for barrier elimination; and

Indicates the official responsible for implement&tion of the plan.



Draft ADA Facilities Assessment- Kex Findinﬂs

» 1,086 total barriers identified
« 796 in staff only areas
« 290 in public facing areas

« $7.5 million dollars estimated cost
to bring into compliance
« $5,401,000 staff only areas
« $2,127,624 public facing areas
